WHAT TO DO

1. One handout /Two options:
SIMPLE: Give everyone both front and back pages. Just print and go!
CUSTOM: Give students the back page. Keep the front page as a leaders-only resource so you can customize the
opening question, teaching, and discussion prompts for your group's needs.

2. Apply It: Challenge students to get specific. Growth happens when we make a plan, then ask others to keep us ac-
countable. You may want to choose a different student to personally follow up with after each lesson.

3. End with prayer: Fach lesson ends with a different prayer method to help students continue thinking about how The
Takeaway applies to daily life. Spend a few minutes walking through the prompts to make sure your students know
what they need to do when they're on their own during the week.

4. Plan your optional service opportunity: Fach set of 4 lessons comes with a service opportunity idea that helps stu-
dents live out what they are learning.
