T H E  T R U E  L I G H T
When you’re in a building with fluorescent lights, you can tell it’s not the 
sunlight. It feels fake. But as soon as you walk outside into the sunshine, you feel 
the warmth and know it’s not manmade light—it’s much more powerful. Jesus, 
the true Light of the World, came to earth in order to bring light and life to us. 
He wasn’t a fake replica of God, but he was God. His light shines to everyone, 
and whoever receives the Light of the World by repenting of sin and believing in 
Jesus will receive new life as children of God!

Read John 1:1–14. Study this passage using the OPA Bible study method to see 
the importance of abiding in Christ.

O B S E R VAT I O N 
Compile all the facts found in the passage. Make 10 to 15 observations about 
what you read.
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Who is Jesus?  
For many of us, this feels like an easy question to answer. After all, we’re called to 
spend our lives following him and becoming more like him. But do we really know 
who we’re following? How can we be more like Christ if we don’t even know who 
Christ is?

In the book of John, Jesus makes several statements about himself. We’ll explore 
four of these statements in this study: 

• I am the Way and the Truth and the Life
• I am the Bread of Life
• I am the Good Shepherd
• I am the Light of the World

Knowing who Jesus is and believing in him is the only way God changes our lives. It 
can be easy to substitute our own logic or the world’s pleasures for the true life Jesus 
offers. We think we can earn salvation. We believe we can provide for and take care 
of ourselves. We linger in the darkness of our sins. But as we dive into Jesus’ “I Am” 
statements, we will discover that what Jesus offers is much better: himself. Jesus is 
irreplaceable!
